Joodoogeb-be-gerring Werlemen, a 
partnership between MG OES,        
Gelganyem Trust, Wunan and KDHS, 
is an alternative education program 
for girls that have disengaged from 
mainstream education. In October, 
the program celebrated winning the 
Ψ{ŎƘƻƻƭǎ CƛǊǎǘ {ŜŜŘ !ǿŀǊŘΩ ŀƴŘ 
$25,000 in funding. Since it began in 
early 2010, the program has gone 
from strength to strength. The       
program aims to improve participa-
tion and learning of young Indigenous 
women and to re-engage them in 
mainstream education, employment or training. It also aims to build self-esteem and confidence, 
improve physical and mental wellbeing, and to encourage positive cultural identities. Overall    
attendance has been increasing and the girls have been participating in lots of different activities 
including language classes, arts and crafts, health and wellbeing  sessions, and special camps to 
places like Home Valley. A big congratulations to the program for its continued success.
